product

Repeated Addition



4 x 3 = 

3 3 3 3+ + + = 12

groups in each

Repeated Addition



Four multiplied by three equals twelve



2 x 2 = 

2 2+ = 4

groups in each 
group

in all

4

Repeated Addition



Two multiplied by two equals four



3 x 2 = 

2 2 2+ + = 6

groups in each 
group

in all

6

Repeated Addition



Three multiplied by two equals six



6 x 3 = 

3 3 3+ + = 18

groups in each 
group

in all

18

33 3+ + +

Repeated Addition



Three multiplied by six equals eighteen



7 x 5 = 
groups in each 

group
in all

35

Repeated Addition

5 5 5+ + =3555 5+ + + 5+



3 x 3 = 
groups in each 

group
in all

9

Repeated Addition

3 3 3+ + = 9
