There are 11 bridges over the Zayanderud. The largest one is thhe Allahverdi Brdige,

also known as Si-o-se-pol. Allahverdi Khan was thhe name of thhe man who supervised

the process of constructing the bridge.

Si-o-se-pol was built betwvween 1599 and
1602, during the reign of Shah Abbas. It
is located right in the center of Isfahan.
Its length is 297 meters and its wwidth is
13.75 meters. Inmn Farsi, “‘si-o’se”™” means 33,
which is the number of arches of the first
level of the bridge. The second level has

pedestrian path where people can walk.

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that it only took =2 years to complete
this structure.
Si-o-se-pol was builc to connect the
norther section of thhe city to thhe southerm
section. It was also used as a dam.
