A food chain describes the feeding relationship between
a plant and an animal. One food chain is:

spinach - caterpillar

The arrow means ‘is eaten by’. So this food chain tells
us that spinach is eaten by the caterpillar.

2.3 Consumers in food chains

Some animals eat mainly plants. Some

animals eat other animals. An animal that
eats other animals is called a predator.
The animals that it kills and eats are its
prey. Look at these examples.
