For an action happening right now at
the moment of speaking.

Present Continuous Tense

To talk about something that is happening
AROUND the time of speaking but not
necessarily at this exact moment.

| am reading a great book.

It doesn’t necessarily mean that lam
reading a book right at this moment.
It refers to this moment of my life.

Common time expressions used with

the present continuous tense are:
< now, right now
